Adults are motivated when they can see the relevance of their learning. It is important your
learners understand why Pathways Awarua — and more generally literacy and numeracy — are
relevant to their learning and their lives.

Discussing how strengthening their literacy and numeracy skills will not only help them
immediately with the demands of their course or workplace but will also improve employment
opportunities and help with family and home life.

The four applied pathways deliver content for driver licences, health and safety in the workplace,
and personal money management, while at the same time strengthening literacy and numeracy
competencies.

You can support your learners in seeing the relevance of Pathways Awarua to their learning by
helping them to make connections between the content of modules and your vocational context.
For example, if learners are working on a module about reading and understanding forms, you
could show them a range of forms used in their vocational context.

Learners who have had negative experiences at school may find that a new way of learning does
not automatically trigger some of the negative responses they have had traditionally in their
learning. Many learners appreciate the opportunity to answer questions “in private” and they can
receive immediate feedback about whether they have answered a question correctly or not.
