How do the modules work?
Module content covers what constitutes a ‘good’ deal, 
how to save money, planning for the future, and the 
real cost of debt and how to reduce it. There are 25 
modules available.

The modules are engaging and interactive. You can 
read the questions, or the audio can read them to you. 
If you get an answer wrong, you get feedback 
straightaway, and you can try as many times as you 
need to. Progress is tracked, and certificates can be 
earned along the way.
